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John Moolenaar Announces Candidacy for Michigan State Senate

MIDLAND -Today, John Moolenaar formally announced he will seek the Republican nomination to represent Michigan’s 36th State Senate district. From 2002 until he was term limited in 2008 Moolenaar represented the 98th Michigan State House district.

“As a legislator my goal was to be a responsible leader, standing up for what I believed to be in Michigan’s best interest. I have a proven track record of promoting job growth and development. As State Senator I will use the experience I have gained preserving and protecting jobs to make Michigan a better place for job providers, employees and their families,” Moolenaar said.

Moolenaar touched on some issues he has with the current administration in Lansing.

 “Let us commit ourselves to sending people to Lansing who will use common sense and conviction," Moolenaar added. "Sending people to Lansing who will to stop wasteful spending, work to promote job growth and get state government out of the way of much needed progress. Michigan is worth fighting for!”
